Grammar for Lesson 13:

Sok ... van. - There are a lot of ....
You can say that a lof of something exists by placing a singular noun after “sok”:
e.g. Sok kocsi van. — There are a lot of cars.

Sok taxi van. — There are a lot of taxis.
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
